Dover City Council Minutes of December 21, 2009
President Tim Tarulli called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.  All stood for the invocation that was given by Rev. Richard Rose from the Dover Alliance Church and all recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Service Bair – One recommendation from meeting tonight: to prepare an ordinance authorizing the Service Director to advertise for bids and enter into contracts for the annual Shade Tree Maintenance and Removal Program for the period beginning January 1, 2010 and ending December 31, 2010, with the City option to renew for the years 2011 and 2012. Bair commended Councilman Marc Cappell on his retirement from city council, stated it has been a pleasure and honor working with him. Bair wished everyone a Merry Christmas.
Parks & Recreation Gunnoe – No formal report. Gunnoe seconded the sediment made by Bair to Cappell. Gunnoe wished everyone a Merry Christmas
Safety Moss – One recommendation from meeting tonight: to prepare an emergency resolution authorizing participation in the Tuscarawas County Emergency Management Agency and authorizing the appropriation and payment of $3,052.25 for 2010 and the execution of the continuing contract between the City of Dover and the Tuscarawas County Homeland Security and Emergency Management Agency. Moss told Cappell that she will miss working with him and wished him good luck. 
Planning and Zoning Mueller – No formal report. Mueller wished Cappell good luck.
Human Resources Maurer – No formal report. Maurer wished everyone a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year.
Finance Cappell  –Three recommendations from meeting tonight: 1) that an emergency ordinance be prepared authorizing the transfer of funds to meet current obligations of the City of Dover and the departments therein, 2) to prepare an emergency resolution authorizing the City of Dover, grantee, to enter a housing revolving loan fund administration agreement with the State of Ohio, Department of Development, grantor, effective January 1, 2010 and ending December 31, 2012, 3) to prepare an ordinance to make temporary appropriations for current expenditures of the City of Dover, State of Ohio for the year 2010 only until the enactment of the annual appropriation ordinance and not later than April 1, 2010 declaring an emergency. Cappell will be asking for rules suspension and passage of all three recommendations. Cappell stated that he feels privileged people of Dover had faith to elect him all these years. Cappell said it has been enjoyable being on council and wished good luck to everyone hoping they will continue to work together as well as they have.
